The field of bioinformatics 
experienced explosive growth starting in the mid-1990s, driven largely by the Human 
Genome Project and by rapid advances in DNA sequencing technology. 

Before sequences can be analyzed they have to be obtained from the data storage bank 
example Genbank. DNA sequencing is still a non-trivial problem as the raw data may 
be noisy or affected by weak signals. . For a genome as large as the human genome, it 
may take many days of CPU time on large-memory, multiprocessor computers to 
assemble the fragments, and the resulting assembly usually contains numerous gaps 
that must be filled in later. 

In the context of genomics, annotation is the process of marking the genes and other 
biological features in a DNA sequence. This process needs to be automated because 

most genomes are too large to annotate by hand, not to mention the desire to annotate 

as many genomes as possible, as the rate of sequencing has ceased to pose a 
bottleneck.Annotation is made possible by the fact that genes have recognisable start 
and stop regions, although the exact sequence found in these regions can vary 
between genes. Genome annotation can be classified into three levels: the nucleotide, 

protein, and process levels. For example, gene expression can be regulated by nearby 
elements in the genome. Promoter analysis involves the identification and study 

of sequence motifs in the DNA surrounding the coding region of a gene. These motifs 
influence the extent to which that region is transcribed 

mRNA. Enhancer elements far away from the promoter can also regulate gene 

expression, through three-dimensional looping interactions. These interactions can be
